Best
thing about a rustic table is that you can use it for a variety of purpose without any fear of scratches
or other damage. They generally come in 38" width with length of the table board varying from five
to eight feet. However, customized sized tables are also available.

The cost of the antique farm tables vary depending upon the table specifications and the type of the
wood that is used. A table 30" high, 38" wide, and 60" long may cost you around $800 to $900.
Customized options may cost extra. Usually an extra length foot may cost $100 and an extra width
per foot may cost $50 more. Benches may cost somewhere around $350. Antique farm tables with
benches are very handy when you are serving multiple guests. Shipping time may vary depending
upon how far is your place. You have the option to choose a hand built table or a machine made
table. Machine made table may cost you more as marketing, advertizing, and other charges are
included in the final cost of the table. Hand built table are cheaper. However, you will have to wait
for some time before your order gets ready. The time to build hand built antique table may vary from
five to six weeks. Another advantage is that hand built tables are more solid than machines ones as
the joins are fitted manually and tested for strength when they are being built. 
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
