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Bhutan tour is of greater significance, because approach to this place was possible by foot only until
 1960, however due to planned economic development efforts there are well laid roads today to
reach Bhutan from West Bengal or Assam, apart from the scope of flying to Bhutan by Air, through
its official Air Service Druk Air.

Bhutan has many places of interest for the tourist to visit, in all its five geographical regions,
particularly in the Eastern Bhutan, a tourist have the following places to visit:

â€¢Lhuentse, the ancestral home of the Kings in the North-eastern corner of Bhutan is a very
important place for  a Bhutan tourist to visit, such as architectural wonders Lhuentse Dzong and
Kilung Lhakhang, sacred sites Jangchubling monastery, Singye Dzong and  Dungkar Nagtshang,
Gangzur village for its pottery, Khoma Village for its textiles.

â€¢Mongar, one of the six districts of eastern Bhutan, has also wonderful places to visit which include
awe inspiring constructions of Mongar Dzong and Zhongar Dzong, religious centres of Dramitse
Lhakhang, Yagang Lhakhang and Aja Ney, etc

â€¢Samdrup Johgkhar, the Gateway to eastern Bhutan sharing borders with Assam State of India, has
amazing spots for a Bhutan tour participant to visit during Bhutan tour, which include expansive
District Administration  building Samdrup Jongkhar Dzong, religious haven Te Dratshang, three
storeyed spiritual centre The Zandopelri, Dewathang village where the war with British was fought in
1884, the unique Mithun breeding farm etc

â€¢Trashi Yangtse, the land of spiritual awakening and also rapidly growing town, where a traveler
can visit Dongli Dzong, which is a traditional cantilever bridge established in 8th Century, Chorten
Kora, the dazzling white stupa at the river bank, Institute of Zorig Chusum teaching traditional arts
and crafts, the beautiful walkway and bird resort Bomdeling, sacred temple Rigsum Goemba,
glimpses of ancient Bhutan at Tshenkharla Dzong, spot of rich greenery Gom Kora, etc thereby
making a Bhutan tour meaningful.

â€¢Trashigang, called the Jewel of the East closer to the edge of Arunachal Pradesh State of India,
has quite a number of spots to visit, which include,  the auspicious fortress Trashigang dzong,
folklore rich Chador Lhakhang, temple Bremung Lhakhang, the temple of cuckoo Kupjigtsam
Lhakhang, well designed statues at Kanglung Zangdopelri, the peak of learning Sherubtse College,
temple Yonphu Lhakhang, the commercial hub Rangjung Lhakhang etc
