Scotland is home to some fantastic venues, including a number of extensive country estates, which
are always well stocked to ensure that everybody has an excellent chance of bagging a brace or
two. Yorkshire has much to offer as well and Devon is a popular choice among businessmen based
in the south of the country.  However, with regular flights to Glasgow, Edinburgh and Inverness from
London, Scotland is a viable option for people in the capital as well as those that live nearer to the
border.

Whether a game shoot is a good choice for your next corporate event will of course depend on the
client or business partner that you are planning to entertain.
