A fan
may have a configuration for three to four blades depending on the type of fan that you have
bought. Put the blades in the place and then tighten the screws.

Switch on the
mains and then check if the fan is moving well. If there is some sound or noise of the fan is shaking
immediately turn off the power and tighten the screws again and check the wiring. Once this is
done, you can enjoy the cool air under it and relax.

But the only care you need to take is with the electrical
works and its installation.
