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Qantas Airways, which is the flag carrier of Australia, is a 91 year old airline company proud of
being the oldest continuously operated airline in the world, while it is the second oldest airline of the
world, the name Qantas being an acronym of Queensland and Northern Territory Aerial Services,
given four star rating by Skytrax, voted 8th best Airline in the world, to which place it had slided
gradually from its second place held in two successive years 2005 and 2006.
